National Webinar Report

One Day National Webinar on Gender Equality and Women’s Rights was organized by
Arunodaya Dnyan Prasarak Mandal’'s Women’s College of Art’s, Commerce and Home Science,
Jalgaon (under the directives of UGC notification F. No. 116/2020(GS) dated 25/06/2020) on
Wednesday 5" August, 2020.

It is a tradition of Arunodaya Dnyan Prasarak Mandal to organize seminars, conferences,
workshops and other academic activates on current social, political, cultural issues with
relevance to academic importance. Being a responsible educational institute we always try to
bring into light such issues in the form of discussion with responsible people.

The webinar was a successful event where participants actively participated in the
academic deliberations. The inaugural session of the webinar started with the SNDT Women's
University song.
